4. A bid bond is NOT required for this submittal.  Each proposal or bid shall include, Form 95, a Non-Discrimination Commitment and all other required forms as described in Indiana Code.

GASOLINE, DIESEL FUEL, DIESEL OIL SPECIFICATIONS

Each Supplier shall provide within the proposal and attached to this section the commercial designation and analysis of the fuel that is representative of bid submittal. 

Each Supplier shall give the commercial designation and complete specifications within this section for each fuel on which he submits a proposal or bid. The bid and specifications shall be 
· Gasoline 87 Octane
· #1 Diesel 
· #2 Diesel 

Additives that are not part of the base product shall be listed separately within the appropriate line-item cost. All fuels will meet minimum State and Federal Rules and Regulations. 

Testing. Fuels may be tested by the County at any time at the County’s expense. Should the fuel be found to be deficient the Supplier shall remove the fuel and replace it with a proper fuel meeting appropriate industry standard. The County shall be reimbursed for expenses incurred when equipment is inoperable because of fuels quality or consistency is found to be the root cause of the equipment failure to perform.

Schedule. Fuel levels will be monitored by Vermillion County. The supplier shall schedule fuel to be delivered within forty-eight (48) hours of being notified by Vermillion County during the months of April 1 thru October 31. The supplier shall schedule fuel to be delivered within twenty-four (24) hours when notified by Vermillion County between November 1 thru March 31. Fuel shall be delivered Monday thru Friday (excluding holidays) between the business hours of 8:00 AM to 3:00 PM (EST) unless otherwise arranged by the managing County employee.

Emergencies. During County, State or Federal declarations of emergencies, supplies will be provided on an as-needed basis as may be arranged between the County and the supplier. 

Fuel Supply. All fuels shall be delivered in their usable state from the supplier, no on-site mixing of fuels except for transitional periods or as otherwise authorized by managing employee.   

Insurance. Supplier must supply the County proof of Commercial General Liability, Automobile Liability, Worker’s Compensation and Employer’s Liability insurance. Consideration in reviewing the bids will be given to the type and amounts of insurance coverage maintained by the bidder. The successful bidder will be required to maintain the insurance disclosed in the bid during the term of the Agreement whereas Notice must be forwarded to the County shall of any lapse in coverage. 

The successful supplier will be required to list the County as an Additional Insured on the General Liability and Automobile Liability Polices and provide a Waiver of Subrogation as it pertains to the Commercial General Liability, Auto and Workers Compensation insurance coverage. Certificates of insurance shall be provided to the County within 30 days of the contract award. 

Taxes. The supplier, under Section 6416(b) of the Internal Revenue Code, will agree to pay the current Federal rate per gallon Diesel Fuel Tax, and current Federal rate per gallon Excise Tax. The County will furnish a written agreement to the bidder for them to do this and certify that the County will not file for the refund.




Term.  The terms of the Fuel Supply Agreement shall extend from January 1, 2026 thru December 31, 2026 and shall automatically renew thereafter for additional terms of one (1) year each unless the County gives written notice of its intent to not renew this Agreement at least ninety (90) days before the expiration of the primary term or any renewal term that has begun to run or (ii) the Agreement is sooner terminated pursuant to Section 4 below.

Termination. This Agreement may be terminated prior to the expiration of its term by mutual written agreement of both parties hereto, or by either party if the other party shall remain in material breach hereof for thirty (30) days after the receipt of written notice of such breach from the terminating party.

Indemnity. Supplier agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Vermillion County (County), its commissioners, officers, agents and employees from and against any suit, allegations, demands or claims arising directly or indirectly from this Agreement or Suppliers performance hereunder except in the event such claim is the result of the sole negligence or intentional misconduct of the County. 

No Subcontract. This Agreement for Services is the means by which the County wishes to secure the services of the Bidder. The County is engaging the services of the Bidder because of the Bidder’s particular and specialized knowledge, judgment, skill and expertise. Accordingly, the services to be performed by the Supplier under this Agreement and may only be performed by the Bidder, and no other, except with the prior written consent of the County in its sole discretion.


Proposals are requested for FY 2026 (January 1 – December 31) for one or more of the following pricing methods: 
1. Fixed Price 
2. Fixed Price with escalation / de-escalation clause; Monthly Difference of Consumer Price Index – Indiana Consumer Price Index (CPI) OR Proposed Index
3. Fixed Bid w/ Margin Declared

AGGREGATE: STONE, GRAVEL,  SAND and  PIT RUN

Vermillion County does not guarantee the purchase of any given quantity rock, stone, gravel, or rip rap. The Bids are to be received on the Bid Form accompanying this solicitation. 

Aggregates shall comply with the current Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT) Standard Specifications.

County may award sand, gravel, asphalt paving materials, or crushed stone contracts to more than one (1) responsible and responsive bidder based upon service to specific geographic areas.

Prices shall be based on a per ton basis.
1. Aggregate pricing FOB Quarry is to be transported by Vermillion County or its subcontractor(s).
2. FOB “Garage” is to be supplied by the Bidder / Supplier to the respective Garage location as Identified below.
3. Purchase orders are on an as needed basis, indefinite quantity.

TRANSPORT ONLY – AGGREGATE: STONE, GRAVEL & SAND

4. “TRANSPORT ONLY” (one-way) is for Third Party Contracted Trucking / Transport of aggregates to the respective Garage locations. 
a. The Transport Only line item is based on a 22-ton triaxle load (legal limits apply).
b. Quantity is based on full truck payloads. 
c. Transport of aggregate is at the Contractors discretion with regard to schedule unless a Purchase Order stipulates to be delivered within a given time frame.  
d. Receipt of aggregates are to be Monday – Friday (7:30 AM to 3:00PM) unless prior arrangements are made with the managing employee. 
e. Purchase Orders are on an as needed basis, indefinite quantity. 

5. “TRANSPORT ONLY – CONTRACTOR DEFINED SCHEDULE” (one-way) is for Third Party Contracted Trucking / Transport of aggregates to the respective Garage locations where the time period for transport is defined by the Contractor. 
a. Based on a Purchase Order issued by the County, the schedule for transport of materials is defined by the Contractor within a given time frame as provided on the Bid Form. (i.e., January 1 - February 28) 
b. Purchase Orders are on an as needed basis, indefinite quantity. 
c. The Transport Only line item is based on a 22-ton triaxle load (legal limits apply).
d. Quantity is based on full truck payloads 
e. Transport of aggregate is at the Bidder / Owner discretion with regard to schedule to be delivered within a three-month time period beginning at the time of order. 
f. Receipt of aggregates are to be Monday – Friday (7:30 AM to 3:00 PM) unless prior arrangements re made with the managing employee.

A. High Density Polyethylene Culvert Pipe, N-12. All polyethylene pipes must have a smooth interior. Compliant with INDOT Standards and Specifications for use as drainage culvert for the sizes provided on Bid Summary Page.

B. Corrugated Aluminized Steel Pipe Type II to meet AASI-ITO M 274 and M 36.

Provide quote for the following pipe and connecting bands. 

Successful supplier must have a Professional Engineer (PE) or a qualified representative who reports to a PE available to assist the County in sizing and installing such material and structures. 
Materials are to be available within two (2) weeks of the Order Date. 

The delivery time and availability of material are to be listed and considered as a part of bid. Materials are to be delivered and unloaded as specified by the County at the designated Highway Garage.

All materials must meet all Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT) specifications with a design load capacity to meet AASHTO guidelines and INDOT specifications.

Unless otherwise waived, all materials must be manufactured and fabricated in the United States of America.

SUPPLEMENTAL SPECIFICATIONS

1. That bids will be evaluated on the basis of such factors as reliability, productivity and the cost of      maintenance and services. If the bid is for sand, gravel, asphalt paving materials, or crushed stone the County may award contracts to more than one (1) responsible and responsive bidder based upon service to specific geographic areas.

Unless otherwise specified, all materials, cost of services includes costs associated with loading, unloading, and delivery of  said material to the respective District Garage, including, but not limited to, overhead, transportation costs, and labor incurred in transportation.

2. Material supplier and their material shall be certified by the Indiana Department of    Transportation prior to delivery.

3. Payment terms shall be 45 days following delivery and receipt of an acceptable invoice.

I. 500,000 gallons or less of the following liquid asphalts to be furnished, heated, applied and rolled:
AE-P, AE-T, AE-90, RS-2, AE-150, AE-300, MC-70, MC-250, RC-70, RC-800, AE-200
Each bidder shall furnish a distributor, rubber-tired roller and steel roller, broom and self-propelled chip box and grader with operators available at all times as required by the County with the equipment to be in good operating condition at all times.

II. 500,000 gallons or less of the following liquid asphalts: AE-P, AE-T, AE-90, RS-2, AE-150, AE-300, MC-70, MC-250, RC-70, RC-800, AE-200
To be delivered to an insulated portable storage tank of not less than 10,000    gal. furnished at no charge to the County at a location specified by the County Road Supervisor. All asphalt shall be weighed and converted into gallons at 60 Fahrenheit. Each bidder will bid a per-gallon price.

Portable pugmill to be furnished by bidder at gravel pit specified by County Commissioners. Each bidder will bid a per-gallon price.

It is further agreed that a breach of this covenant may be considered a material breach of this contract.
